Anita Di Bianco studied history and Russian language at Columbia University, Fine Arts at SUNY-Purchase in New York, received her Master of Fine Arts from Rutgers University in 1997 and was awarded a research stipendium at the Rijksakademie by the Dutch Ministry of Culture in Amsterdam in 2000-2001. 

She has had artist’s residencies at the Irish Museum in Dublin, Tramway in Glasgow, and at Künstlerhaus Bethanien in Berlin. Di Bianco’s works in film and print have been shown at PS1 in New York; Kunsthaus Zürich, The Rotterdam Film Festival, Les Laboratoires d’Aubervilliers, Paris; The Salzburger Kunstverein, Kunstverein Braunschweig, K21 in Düsseldorf, Cinematexas film festival, Austin, Galerie Elisabeth Kaufmann, Zürich, and doggerfiisher, Edinburgh, among others. 

She has screened her films and lectured on media and the politics of cinematic re-enaction at Klartext! The Status of the Political in Contemporary Art in Berlin, at the Society for Cinema and Media Studies in London, and at Yale University’s film school, and since 2006 has taught annual media theory seminars for teachers in New York state. 2008-9 saw exhibitions of her films at K21 in Düsseldorf, solo exhibitions at the Kunstverein Braunschweig and at Galeria Visor in Valencia, as well as new publications for each of the exhibitions Spaport in Banja Luka, Bosnia, the 28th Biennial of Graphic Arts in Ljubljana, and On gaps and silent documents in 2010 at STUK, Leuven, Belgium.  Current 2011-2 is her participation, with a new film, in the exhibition so schön…? at the Nassauischer Kunstverein in Wiesbaden, in Sense and Sensibility at the Salzburger Kunstverein, several screening events around Germany and Spain, a new publication for the exhibition Seeing is Believing at KW Berlin, and a solo exhibition at Schau Ort, Zürich.
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
